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The purpose of this handbook is to familiarize you with the Ware County Middle School Instrumental Music Department in as clear and concise a format as possible.  If you have any questions about our band program after reading this handbook, please feel free to ask questions.  My door is always open to answer any questions or to alleviate any concerns that you may have during the year.  You may call the band room at (912) 287-2331, e-mail me at kcox@ware.k12.ga.us or drop by the band room when you are on campus (please check in at the front office first).  
Membership in the Ware County Middle School Band does require a commitment from each student.  Each student is asked to become a responsible person who is prepared to contribute to the band by being prepared for class, being at all rehearsals and concerts, and being responsible for one’s behavior.   Parents can certainly help the student be successful in band by making sure the student is on time for all concerts, by arranging rides for student pick-up from any after school rehearsals throughout the year, and by avoiding conflicts with the band calendar when possible.  We try to schedule all obligations early so that doctor’s appointments and athletic functions can be arranged around the band schedule.  There are not a lot of rehearsals outside of school time in middle school, but students are expected to be there when one is scheduled.
One of the key elements of success in any music program is communication between the director and the parents.  I will do my best to keep parents informed of all of the band performances and events, as well as your child’s individual progress in band.  Another element of success in a band program relates toward an attitude of success.  As parents, band members and band director, we must direct our efforts toward creating a positive experience for the students in our band program.  That positive experience begins with having a clear understanding of the expectations for those who participate in the band program.  This handbook will help you to develop that clear understanding.
Please take the time to read all of this handbook.  After you have read this handbook, sign the last page, detach the form and return it to the band director.  Band students will be held accountable for the information contained in this handbook so they should keep the rest of the handbook in their band notebook.  If they lose their handbook, it will be posted on the band website (www.warecountyband.org).
Mission Statement
The mission of the Ware County Middle School Band is to provide a climate in which students develop greater proficiency over time involved in the program.   We seek to provide students with musical opportunities and experiences that will enhance their life.  Our goal is for each student to become a confidently independent musician who will be prepared to use their skills in settings outside of our band room.  Upon completion of our program of study, students will be prepared to participate in the Ware County High School Band.  Students should expect to develop a hard-work ethic, respect, and discipline as these are cornerstones for success as an individual as well as a member of our musical group.




Classroom Expectations
1.  Students should enter the band room in a QUIET and orderly manner.  This is not a time to visit, but a time to QUIETLY and efficiently gather your materials and prepare to play.  By the time the tardy bell rings (4 minutes after the bell to change classes), you should be in your seat with your instrument and music out ready to play your instrument.
2.  Be prepared for class by having all of the necessary materials at your seat with you.  The items that you should bring to class with you each day are:  a) school agenda, b)band notebook (black 3 ring binder with no writing on the outside of the cover…this helps our band to look uniform and professional at our concerts), c)music, music book, and music theory workbook,  d) instrument and all necessary accessories (minimum of 4 good reeds, valve oil, slide grease, neck-strap, mouthpiece, etc) and e) a pencil.  Students should bring a cooperative and positive attitude to each rehearsal.
3.  Read the information on the SmartBoard so that you can prepare for the rehearsal.  You should not play your instrument until instructed to do so.
4.  Students will play only their own instrument or only the school instrument that has been assigned to them.  Students will be held responsible for damage to a school owned instrument that is caused by abuse or neglect. General instrument maintenance should be done at home and not during the class time.  
5.  Each student will sit in their assigned seat.  
6.  Student’s should not have items that are not necessary for band class out during our class time.  All items that are not required for participation in our class activities should be off the music stand and stored during our class time.
7.  If you leave an instrument in the storage room, the case must be closed and latched and stored on the appropriate shelf or area marked for that instrument.  Failure to store your instrument properly could lead to damages that can be costly.  Be sure that you have a name tag that is highly visible attached to the outside of your instrument case.  We have a label maker that is available if your case is not labeled.
8.  Students are expected to play in class EVERY DAY.  Students who cannot play should come to class with a note from a parent explaining the problem.  Whenever possible, students will follow along in the music and finger the notes on their instrument when they are unable to play.  If that is not possible, the student will be given an alternate written assignment to complete during the class period.
9.  Students should not bring gum, food or any beverage other than plain water into the rehearsal room.  Students may have a bottle of plain water at their seat and may sip as necessary during rehearsal.  
10.  Concert attention will be observed when the director steps onto the podium to signal the beginning of the rehearsal.  No further talking will be permitted.  If you need to speak, please raise your hand and wait to be recognized by the director before you speak.  Band classes are sometimes quite large and this requires students to use good citizenship and self-discipline skills at all times.  Whenever a teacher finds it necessary to spend time disciplining a student for misbehavior, other students are robbed of their educational time and the performance level of the ensemble will suffer.
11.  Part of a positive attitude means that students must refrain from making negative comments about the music, other band students, or other bands.
12.  The speed limit in the band room is WALK.  There are many expensive instruments and much expensive equipment that could be damaged if students are running or horse-playing in the band room.    
1e.  At the end of the class time, students must store equipment and exit the band building in a QUIET and orderly manner.  Follow the teacher’s instructions.
Consequences for Behavior Choices
Students who choose to use appropriate behavior may receive verbal or written praise.  They may receive a “Good Day Lunch Ticket” or a “Caught Doing Good” ticket.  They may be recognized for outstanding achievement and improvement both during the year and during the awards presentation in the spring.
Students who choose to use inappropriate behavior will receive the following:
1.   VERBAL WARNING – director will speak to the student during rehearsal concerning their lack of attention or inappropriate behavior
2.  STEP 1 – director speaks to student for a 2nd time, student may receive a behavior citation, parent contact will be made concerning the misbehavior, and student will lose half of their rehearsal points for the rehearsal that day (10 of the 20 points that each rehearsal is worth).
3.  STEP 2 – director will speak to the student again, student may be removed from the rehearsal area to another location, parent contact will be made concerning the misbehavior, student may receive another behavior citation or an office referral, and the student will lose all of the points for that rehearsal (20 points from their weekly grade).
4.  REPEATED DISRUPTIVE SITUATION – Parent contact will be made requesting a conference with the director and/or an administrator to discuss the future of the student’s participation in the band program.  Any student who severely disrupts the band classroom, prohibits the director from teaching, or impedes the learning process of other students will receive an immediate office referral.
Uniform
The uniform for all concert performances will be a white button down collared shirt (long sleeve is preferable, short sleeve is acceptable, sleeveless is not permitted), black pants, black socks, and black dress shoes.  Jeans, shorts, t-shirts and tennis shoes are NOT appropriate attire for concerts.  Please be sure that you have the correct attire prior to our first performance date.  It is necessary to be dressed in the appropriate attire to participate in performances.  When you arrive at the performance venue, you should already be dressed in full uniform.
The pep band members will need to purchase a WCMS band shirt.  Any student may purchase the WCMS band shirt.   This shirt will be worn for all football and pep rally performances.  These shirts should also be worn on school spirit days.  Students may wear shorts or jeans that meet the school dress code to the football games.



Concert Etiquette
Concert performances begin the moment that you arrive at the site of the performance, whether this is at our school or at another facility.  Performance is a major objective of any band, and proper concert etiquette is expected whether you are a performer on stage or a member of the audience.  We will have lessons about appropriate concert etiquette prior to performances.  Some general guidelines follow.
As a performer:
1.  Remain seated at all times during the performance (unless your instrument requires you to stand or move to another location, which we will practiced ahead of time in rehearsal).
2.  You should do nothing that will attract attention to yourself as an individual while you are on the stage (it is inappropriate to stand, wave, shout or otherwise call attention to yourself).
3.  Once on stage, there should be no talking.  
4.  Good performances begin with proper preparation and concentration prior to and during the event.  You should be on your best behavior from the moment that you arrive for the performance until you leave after the performance.
As an audience member:
1.  Remain seated and quiet during the concert.  You should not talk once a group has started their performance.
2.  Remain seated during the performance.  If there is an emergency that requires you to exit the room, you should do so in between music selections.  Do not get up and move around while a group is performing a song.
3.  Applause for a conductor entering the stage is appropriate.  Applause is also appropriate after a musical selection has ended.  At jazz band concerts, applause is appropriate after solo performances.
4.  A concert is not place for cell phones or pagers.  If you have a cell phone with you, it must be turned off during the performance.  It is not appropriate to be talking, texting, or “surfing” the web during a concert.
5.  You should not shout out loudly to individuals in performing groups.  
6.  The key to proper etiquette is to treat all performers with respect.  Think of how you would like to be treated with respect when you are on stage performing and let that be your guide.  

***Failure to demonstrate proper concert etiquette may result in partial loss of performance points and/or removal from the activity or the performing ensemble.



Guidelines for Curriculum Planning
We base our curriculum on the Georgia Performance Standards.  This guides our students through their performance expectations for successful achievement in the band program.  It guides our teaching staff in providing appropriate standards-based instruction for our students.  Please become familiar with the 9 main standards.  Students will receive checklists to help them recognize basic, proficient, and advanced levels of achievement of the standards.
BEGINNING BAND - Grades 6-9 GPS
A. Skills and Techniques/Performance 

MMSBB.1 – Singing, alone and with others, a varied repertoire of music 
a. Sing to recognize fundamentals of tone production. 
b. Sing to match pitch through call and response (stepwise and major intervals). 

MMSBB.2 – Performing on instruments, alone and with others, through a varied repertoire of music 
a. Recognize characteristic tone quality utilizing proper embouchure, playing position, posture, breathing techniques, articulation, and appropriate percussion technique. 
b. Demonstrate proper warm-up techniques through the use of long tones, lip slurs, chorales, and technical exercises. 
c. Recognize the following ensemble skills through performance of musical literature: rehearsal etiquette, dynamic expression, style, blend and balance, steady tempo, rhythmic accuracy, and intonation. 
d. Demonstrate all performance skills through “at-sight” performance of music literature at the appropriate level. 

MMSBB.3 – Reading and notating music 
a. Identify and define standard notation symbols for pitch, rhythm, dynamics, tempo, articulation, and expression. 
b. Define and describe the musical terms incorporated in the literature as well as identify key signatures. 
c. Demonstrate a steady beat as well as rhythms and meters through a systematic counting procedure. 

B. Creation 

MMSBB.4 – Improvising melodies, variations, and accompaniments 
a. Improvise rhythmic patterns by clapping, singing, or playing an instrument. 
b. Improvise a melody or variation of a melody using a five-note diatonic, pentatonic, or blues scale. 
c. Demonstrate a rhythmic ostinato to be performed with a melody. 

MMSBB.5 – Composing and arranging music within specified guidelines 
a. Compose rhythmic exercises and short melodies using traditional notations which incorporate use of      
 dynamics. 

C. Critical Analysis/Investigate 

MMSBB.6 – Listening to, analyzing, and describing music 
a. Identify and describe compositional devices, techniques, meter, tempo, tonality, intervals, and chords. 
b. Compare and contrast musical works based on genre and culture. 

MMSBB.7 – Evaluating music and music performances 
a. Evaluate the quality and effectiveness of performances, compositions, arrangements, and improvisations. 
b. List strengths and weaknesses in performance, and suggest areas of improvement. 
c. Identify the interpretations of the band during a performance, and analyze their effectiveness in relation to the intent of the composer. 

D. Cultural and Historical Context 

MMSBB.8 – Understanding relationships between music, the other arts, and disciplines outside the arts 
a. Describe how music relates to fine arts and other disciplines. 
b. Examine the chronological development of various music styles and contextual elements, composers, and influences from each time period. 
c. Identify major time periods and describe music’s influence on that time period. 
d. Identify the influence of music on society and society’s influence on music within a given time period. 

MMSBB.9 – Understanding music in relation to history and culture 
a. Describe the characteristics of music from different cultures. 
b. Analyze American and other genres of music in relation to its historical and cultural context. 
c. Identify genres, styles, and composers within specific time periods. 

INTERMEDIATE BAND - Grades 6-8 GPS
A. Skills and Techniques/Performance 

MMSIB.1 – Singing, alone and with others, a varied repertoire of music 
a. Sing to recognize fundamentals of tone production. 
b. Sing to match pitch through call and response (diatonic intervals, major and minor keys). 
c. Sing to reinforce breathing, use of the air stream, and quality of sound. 

MMSIB.2 – Performing on instruments, alone and with others, a varied repertoire of music 
a. Demonstrate characteristic tone quality utilizing proper embouchure, playing position,  posture, breathing techniques, articulation, and appropriate percussion technique. 
b. Demonstrate proper warm-up techniques through the use of long tones, lip slurs, chorales, major scales, chromatic scale, and technical exercises that increase the playing range. 
c. Use the following ensemble skills as a means of interpreting the performance of musical literature: dynamic expression, style, blend and balance, steady tempo, rhythmic accuracy, intonation, and rehearsal etiquette. 
d. Use context cues in the performance of “sight-reading” music literature of Level 1 and 2. 

MMSIB.3 – Reading and notating music 
a. Identify standard notation symbols for pitch, rhythm, dynamics, tempo, articulation, expression, and key signatures. 
b. Interpret the musical terms incorporated in the literature. 
c. Demonstrate an understanding of duple, triple, and quadruple simple meter rhythmic patterns through a systematic counting procedure. 

B. Creation 

MMSIB.4 – Improvising melodies, variations, and accompaniments 
a. Distinguish chord structure through improvisation of a melody over a given accompaniment using diatonic, modal, or blues scales. 
b. Demonstrate a rhythmic ostinato to be performed with a melody. 

MMSIB.5 – Composing and arranging music within specified guidelines 
a. Creates music incorporating expressive elements. 

C. Critical Analysis/Investigate 

MMSIB.6 – Listening to, analyzing, and describing music 
a. Relate the use of compositional devices, techniques, meter, tempo, tonality, intervals, and chords to interpret music. 
b. Distinguish characteristics of a specific work based on genre and culture. 

MMSIB.7 – Evaluating music and music performances 
a. Identify music literature and band performances of both superior and poor quality and distinguish the factors which are used to classify them as such. 
b. Analyze the interpretations of a band performance and its effectiveness in relation to the intent of the composer. 
c. Distinguish what constitutes proper concert performance etiquette and proper audience etiquette. 

D. Cultural and Historical Context 

MMSIB.8 – Understanding relationships between music, the other arts, and disciplines outside the arts 
a. Distinguish music based on the culture in which it was created. 
b. Compare American music to other cultures. 
c. Classify genre, style, and composer according to their time period. 

MMSIB.9 Understanding music in relation to history and culture 
a. Describe the characteristics of music from different cultures. 
b. Analyze American music in relation to its historical and cultural context. 
c. Identify Western and non-Western genres, styles, and composers within specific time periods. 


Grading Procedures
Weekly Class Participation		50 % of Total Band Grade
Each day of band is worth 20 rehearsal points for the student.  These points are divided between the categories of Preparation (having all necessary items to fully participate in class, having any homework assignments ready to turn in, and being prepared to perform music that is assigned), Posture (using THE correct performance posture for the chosen instrument, Rehearsal Etiquette and Technique (being on task during the class time), Performance (proper performance of notes, rhythms, appropriate tone quality, etc.), and Care (if instruments are not properly cared for, the student will not be able to participate in the band rehearsal, so proper care is very important).
Test and Concert Performances		35% of Total Band Grade
Students will have both written and performance tests in band during each grading period.  Some of the performance grades will be completed on tape and a performance rubric will be used to grade these tests.  Students will also need to perform test on the SmartMusic program and these will be assessed on a percentage basis by the computer.  We spend a great deal of time class preparing for our concert performances so students will receive a test grade for their performance of this music.  Completion of achievement assignments will also count as a test grade each grading period.
Homework, Practice Journals		15% of Total Band Grade
To develop the skills necessary for successful musical progress, each student must practice outside of the regular band class time.  Students will be required to turn in practice journals each week for a homework grade.  A sample practice record is included in this handbook, and you may download the file from the band website.  It is recommended that the student average a minimum of 30 minutes practice per day for 5 days of the week.  The grading scale is shown below.  For each 30 minutes above the recommended 150 minutes of practice, the student will receive 2 extra points on that homework grade.

Practice records must be signed by a parent and must be turned in on time to receive credit.  Practice records will be due on the first day of each week.  This will allow students to include any weekend practice time on their practice record for the week.
Substitute Teachers
From time to time the band director may be out to attend a professional music education conference or to accompany students to an honor band event.  At these times there will be a substitute teacher in the band classroom and students will be aware of the absence beforehand.  A true test of our band’s character and professionalism is how we treat substitute teachers and how our class functions when the director is away.  If a music director is available to substitute, the band may perform during the teacher’s absence.  Many times, a music director is not available so written work will be left for students to complete.  Work will be related to music theory and/or music history as it relates to music and musical skills that we are working on in band class.  Work should be turned in before the student leaves the classroom.  Each class will have several sub-helpers assigned to assist the substitute teacher.  Classroom procedures for days with a substitute teacher:
1.  Enter the room in a QUIET and orderly manner and go directly to assigned seat.
2.  No one should be in the percussion area of the room.
3.  Student should have a pencil at their seat so that they can complete the assignment for the day.
4.  Listen carefully for instructions.  Students should not be talking during class because this will distract other students from completing their assignment.  If you need to speak, raise your hand and wait for the substitute teacher to acknowledge you before you speak.
5.  Complete your work and turn it in before leaving the classroom.  When the substitute teacher signals that it is time to turn work in, pass your paper to your section leader.  Section leaders will turn the papers in to the substitute teacher.
6.  When the bell sounds, students will be dismissed by the substitute teacher.  Students will leave the room in a QUIET and orderly manner.
7.  If you misbehave when a substitute teacher is in the room and the substitute teacher leaves a note to that effect, you will receive an office referral upon the band director’s return to school.  

Monetary Procedures
Occasionally, students will participate in band fund raising activities and they will have money that will need to be turned in.  Procedures for proper crediting of funds should be as follows:
1.  Checks or cash should be placed in a SEALED envelope.  The following information should be PRINTED on the outside of the envelope:  Student’s name, amount of money, purpose of the funds (i.e. “Gator Cards,” “Brochure fund raiser,” “All-State audition fee,” “Honor band fee,” etc).
2.  For Ware County Band Booster Fund Raising activities (i.e. Gator Card sales), checks should be made payable to the Ware County Band Boosters.
3.  All other checks should be made payable to Ware County Middle School.
4.  All sealed envelopes should be deposited into the lock box in the band room.  The band director will check this box daily during planning time and will receipt any money that is there.  The student will receive a receipt for monies that they have turned in.
Field Trips and Permission Forms
Students may be involved in performances that are not on our school campus.  This will require that they travel to another location.  A Field Trip Permission Form will be sent home several days prior to the event along with information regarding the event.   A parent or guardian signature and the requested information on the form are required in order for the student to leave the school campus with the band director.  The form is very important as it helps to keep the parents informed and gives the student permission to travel to and from important band engagements.  Please be sure to return these forms promptly when your child is involved in a trip.
When on school trips, all school rules (including dress code) will apply.  If an event requires an overnight stay, students are expected to follow instructions of director and chaperones.  Hotel room doors are not to be opened after the director completes the room check at curfew.  
To be eligible to go on trips with the band, students must be in good academic standing in all of their classes.  
Bus rules
1.  Follow all Ware County School System rules for riding a school bus.
2.  Remain seated at all times that the bus is in motion.  Always face forward in your seat for safety reasons.
3.  All radios, TV’s, CD players, IPods, games, etc. must be used with headphones only.  Set the volume level so that it does not disturb the others on the bus.  The band is not responsible for lost or stolen items.
4.  Boys and girls should not sit together in a bus seat.
5.  Students must remain QUIET while roll is being called.  Never answer for another student.  Be sure that the person calling roll can both hear and see you answer.
6.  When the bus stops at a railway crossing, everyone must be SILENT until the bus is in motion again.
7.  The level of noise on the bus must be appropriate to the circumstances.  Always follow the request of those in charge of your bus (bus driver, director, chaperones).
8.  If a student is going to ride to an event on the bus but will not be returning to school on the bus with the group, the parents must request an exception in writing from the director prior to the trip.

Eligibility
Any student who attends WCMS may join the band class.  To be eligible for extra-curricular groups such as Pep Band, Jazz Band, band competitions/festivals, honor band participation, or other trips that the band may take, a student should be passing at least 5 of their current school classes.  If a student is receiving remediation for failing the CRCT, he/she will not be able to attend any extra band trips/events/competitions.  To be eligible to travel with the band, the student should not have served any ISS or OSS time for major offences during the current school year.  Determination of eligibility in the case of disciplinary consequences will be made by the band director and the principal.
Instrument Storage
The band instrument storage rooms should be used for instrument storage ONLY.  Music, notebooks, and other personal items should not be left in the instrument room.  Instruments should be stored on the assigned shelf when they must be left at school.  Students should enter the storage room (no more than 4 people at a time) to get their instrument in its case and then return to the classroom.  They can open the case and assemble the instrument in the classroom.  At the end of class, instruments should not be left in the band classroom.  Students will need to take instruments home most days so that they can complete their homework practice requirements.  Students should not leave the instrument in any other teacher’s classroom or in their locker at the end of the school day.  Students will be assigned to a particular room and shelf for the storage of their instrument.  To leave an instrument in the storage room, there must be a visible nametag on the outside of the case.  This tag should be visible when the case is stored on its shelf.  The tag should have the student’s name and Ware County Middle School Band on it.  Students should also keep a copy of their instrument name, brand and serial number somewhere in their student agenda and in their band notebook.  We also keep a current file on the computer in the band room.    The Ware County School System does not have insurance or any plan that will cover damage, theft, or loss of privately owned equipment.  If that equipment is to be covered, it must be through the parents’ personal insurance, such as homeowner’s policy.  We will assist in filing a report with the school resource officer if an instrument is stolen.
Awards
The Ware County Band Boosters provide a number of incentive awards for student recognition throughout the school year.  Most of these pens and medallions are given in recognition of completion of the various levels of the individual achievement assignments.  The band boosters also provide a number of awards that will be given in the spring of each year.  These awards include recognition for outstanding musical achievement throughout the course of the student’s participation in band at WCMS, outstanding work ethic in band class, and outstanding qualities of leadership within the band program.
Student Opportunities
All-State/All-District/All-Region Band Audition:  Students have the opportunity to participate in the individual audition process for these honor band events.  We will work during class to learn the scale requirements (Concert F, Bb, Eb and Ab major scales and arpeggios, and the chromatic scale in the specified range).  We will also work on sight reading skills to help students prepare for the sight reading portion of the audition.  The all-state etudes are usually posted on the Georgia Music Educators Association website (www.gmea.org) by mid-August.  
Solo/Ensemble Performance Evaluation:  Students will have the opportunity to participate in the district solo/ensemble performance evaluation event.  This is a spring event and more information will be available to students near the end of the first semester.  
Pep Band:  Students may choose to participate in the pep band at WCMS.  We perform at home football games and pep rallies.  There may be several after school rehearsals in preparation for our first performance.  We will also learn the music during our class time so that all students may participate in the pep rally performances.  Home games are on Wednesday afternoons at 5:00 PM.  We ride a bus from the school to the stadium and students may be picked up at the stadium when the game ends (usually between 6:30 and 7:00 PM).  We hope that parents will attend the games and support our pep band, cheer leaders, and football team.
Smart Music 
We have four computers in the band room that are for use with the Smart Music practice and assessment program.  One is in the main classroom for use with the whole class during a class time.  Three are in separate rooms so that individual students can log in on a rotational basis to practice or to complete assessment assignments.  There will be designated times after school that students may sign up to stay to work with the Smart Music program.  Students are not required to have a subscription to the Smart Music program on their home computer.  If you would like for your child to have access to this program to assist with practice at home or to complete their assessments at home you may obtain a subscription that is linked to the waremiddleband subscription.  You may visit the Make Music website to obtain more information about how Smart Music can help your child be more successful in their instrumental music performance.  www.makemusic.com  Other benefits of using the Smart Music program include access to a metronome and a tuner, the ability to record and save performances as MP3 files, and the opportunity to perform the individual student part with an accompaniment (piano or full band).
